PROCESSOR: Unlike most hardware 
companies, Apple designs its own 
processors so it can customize them 
to its particular needs. The A4 chip in 
the iPad was probably designed by 
the low-power specialist PA Semi that 
Apple acquired in 2008 and manufac-
tured by Samsung, iSuppli says. The 
device will run iPhone applications, 
like Pandora Radio and Glow Hockey, 
and work as an electronic reader 
for books from publishers such as 
Simon & Schuster and Penguin.

OPERATING SYSTEM: Apple is one of the very few hard-
ware companies that also create the operating system to 
run devices. As with the company’s Macs, iPhones, and 
iPods, the iPad runs on a variant of OS X, the software 
Apple introduced in 2000. That Apple has such a durable 
platform it can repurpose across so many products gives 
it a huge advantage over companies like Amazon.com or 
Sony. Its development costs for new products are low.

WIRELESS: You can get 
an iPad that just uses Wi-
Fi or one that also can tap 
into AT&T’s wireless net-
work. The Wi-Fi chip costs 
$8.05, iSuppli estimates, 
while the 3G and GPS 
gear adds $27.10. The 
data plans from AT&T will 
cost up to $30 a month.
